1. Meeting costs related to all departments as all meetings were held virtually.

2. Office-related expenses related to operations (i.e., parking, postage, shipping,
supplies, library) came in under budget by $28K since all staff were required to
work from home for the entire fiscal year due to the pandemic.

3. Legal expenses also came in under budget by $15K, with the highest legal costs
incurred last year related to e-Learning and unique school re-opening issues.

4. Investment Income earnings of $66K. This additional return-on-investment was

credited to the timing of maturing investments.
