School boards are required to comply with the Broader Public Sector (BPS) Procurement Directive.
When total board-wide spending is forecasted to reach specified thresholds, competitive public
procurement processes must take place. Provincial direction also requires all BPS entities, including
school boards

durable item, it should be brought to the attention of Supply Chain Management so
that it can be addressed prior to making future purchases. For recurring wear on products, Supply Chain
Management will work with the school/department & vendor to understand facts surrounding the
issues. A Vendor Evaluation Form is available to report issues. Supply Chain Management is involved to
ensure compliance with contractual obligations.

7. Do you realize that the three vendors you chose for apparel, spirit wear and uniforms are the most
expensive in the market and parents are forced to fork out money they can't always afford. The board
effectively eliminated competition by eliminating a very large number of vendors and offering a
monopoly to three companies.
